It is one
of only two Level Il trauma centers, the only Level lll Neonatal
Intensive Care Unit (NICU) and the only Joint Commission-
certified Advanced Thrombectomy-Capable Stroke Center north
of Sacramento.

As a regional medical center, Mercy Medical Center Redding
provides inpatient and outpatient services, as well as specialized
cardiovascular care, stroke care, orthopedics, neurological surgery,
comprehensive cancer care, maternity care, and a robust robotic
surgery program. The hospital’s network of care includes Mercy
Home Health and Hospice and Dignity Health Connected Living.

Dignity Health Connected Living (DHCL) offers

a wide range of services designed to support
seniors and underserved families across Northern
California. Programs include home-delivered

and congregate meals, adult day care, and
specialized services to help elderly individuals
remain independent. DHCL also provides door-to-
door transportation, social service advocacy, and
telephone reassurance calls to reduce isolation.

Additionally, the organization focuses on combating
food insecurity through its nutrition and food
programs. As Shasta County’s designated Food
Bank, it has been addressing food insecurity in the
community since 1984. Currently, the food bank
directly provides food to more than 5,000 individuals
monthly. Through the Food Bank and DHCLs other
nutrition programs, they distribute millions of points
of food annually across North State communities.
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Sierra Pacific Regional Cancer
Center

The Sierra Pacific Regional Cancer Center at
Mercy Medical Center Redding is a forthcoming
$70 million, 40,000-square-foot outpatient

facility designed to centralize comprehensive
cancer care for Northern California communities.
Set to open in early 2026, the center will offer
advanced treatments including radiation oncology,
chemotherapy, and precision oncology. Personalized
care will extend beyond treatment to include
integrative support services such as nutritional
counseling, genetic testing, and emotional support
programs. Patients will benefit from access to
clinical trials and a multidisciplinary care team, all
within a healing environment close to home.
