Founded in 1906, Dignity Health - St. Elizabeth Community Hospital 
is an acute care, acute care, nonprofit hospital located in Red Bluff, 
California. Serving over 50,000 patients annually, the hospital offers a full 
complement of services including a Level III Trauma Center, heart care, 
cancer care, and a family birth center. 

In 2024, St. Elizabeth Community Hospital was recognized as a Top Rural 
Hospital by The Leapfrog Group, one of only 15 rural hospital in the U.S. 
to achieve this award. Additionally, St. Elizabeth Community Hospital 
is a Joint Commission-certified Primary Stroke Center and has been 
recognized as an LGBTQ+ Healthcare Equality High Performer by the 
Human Rights Campaign Foundation. 

St. Elizabeth Community Hospital in Red Bluff operates a network of rural 
health clinics that serve more than 100,000 patients annually, providing 
critical access to care for residents in Tehama County and surrounding 
rural communities. These clinics offer a broad range of services - 
including primary care, pediatrics, women’s health, and occupational 
medicine. The clinics use integrated electronic medical records to 
coordinate seamlessly with the hospital and other Dignity Health sites, 
ensuring continuity of care.

St. Elizabeth Community Hospital shares a legacy of humankindness 
with Dignity Health and CommonSpirit Health, one of the nation’s largest 
health care systems, dedicated to providing compassionate, high-quality, 
and affordable patient-centered care.

The Mercy Home Health program at St. Elizabeth 
Community Hospital focuses on bringing expert 
care into the calm, familiar environment of a 
patient’s home in order to improve recovery.

The program enables patients to recover from illness 
or surgery at home with assistance from Registered 
Nurses and licensed professionals rather than in 
a rehabilitation  facility or skilled nursing unit. The 
program offers specialty programs for palliative care, 
heart failure, wound care, and chronic obstructive 
pulmonary disease patients.

Mercy Home Health has received outstanding 
recognition from The Joint Commission. The 
team includes nurses, therapists, aides, and social 
workers who understand the importance of home 
health in the care continuum. They have the clinical 
skills to meet the needs of patients in their homes.
